Wednesday, May 16 Welcome Reception and Dinner 
Check-in and relax, enjoy the view or go for a swim.  We will 
meet for a Welcome Reception followed by Dinner in the resort’s
River Grill Restaurant.

Thursday, May 17    Arches National Park; Half-day Tour 
Buffet Breakfast followed by a half-day day tour of Arches.We will experience the awe-inspiring beauty of Arches
National Park, from the comfort of our 4x4 vehicle. We’ll see the Organ, Balanced Rock and the Tower Arch, to
name a few of the 2,000-plus arches.

Optional Tour  – Fisher Towers Sunset Hike
A leg-stretching evening hike into the Fisher Towers.This area is 
well known to hikers and climbers, and has views of rock pinnacles 
that soar above red and purple hued canyons.

Afternoon Tour

Outfitted with top-of-the-line mountain bikes and an off road support van, the Bike and
Boat adventure begins with a shuttle ride through a unique alpine region and back down
in elevation to picturesque Castle Valley for an easy downhill ride, with over twenty
creek crossings, and enormous sandcastle rock features.

Saturday, May 19    Canyonlands Half-day Trip OR Optional Cataract Canyon
Buffet Breakfast followed by the Canyonlands 4 x 4 Safari. Our adventure to the
Island in the Sky District of Canyonlands is perfect for those who appreciate
Southwestern geology and natural history. The tour includes stops at Pre-Puebloan
rock art, sandstone arches Walking Rocks, as well as breathtaking views. At an
elevation of 6,500 feet, the island is a broad, towering mesa from which scenic
landmarks can be seen for almost a hundred miles.

Optional Tour – Full Day Cataract Canyon by Sport Boat
Board a one-of-a-kind sport boat – this high speed adventure covers 96 miles of the 
Colorado River through one of the most spectacular canyons in North America in a single day.
Glide on the Colorado through beautiful Meander Canyon and past the Green River and to
the world-renowned whitewater of Cataract Canyon, concluding on Lake Powell. The trip
includes a scenic flight over Canyonlands National Park back to Moab.
